To whom it may concern,  

 

Here with we manifest our intention to collaborate with the artists Tina Enghoff and Kent 

Klich, in the making of their project In the Past we Made History in the chapter planned for 

the city of Boden, by providing a space, technic, local contacts and other necessary means 

available to us that the project may need. In its first stage, the project proposes a series of 

workshops in Boden, as the city became an important center for asylum seekers in Sweden 

during the so-called “refugee crisis” in 2015. 

 

Many official archives today are places where migrants and refugees are not represented. 

Aware of the importance of the migrants’ chapter in Boden’s recent history, it is our interest 

as a cultural and contemporary art local agent to collaborate with a project that takes this 

initiative, like In the Past We Made History proposes to do. Tina Enghoff and Kent Klich 

project raise important questions about which narratives are allowed to become a part of the 

history of nations? Which stories, voices are worth keeping, preserving? As well as who is to 

be remembered and how do we remember them.  

 

It is worth mentioning that we have collaborated with the artists in previously and based on 

that experience, we have no doubts about the seriousness, responsibility, and professionalism 

with which they will carry on this new project.
