Gennem kaotiske, sammenflettede bevaegelser adresserer vaerket poetisk modstand
mod undertrykkende samfundsstrukturer og forestiller sig naturen som et rum for
frihed og transformation.

Jeg s@ger 35.000 til at deekke udgifterne til produktionen og teknisk hjeelp til
opsaetning under udstillingen. Jeg er ved at afslutte min kunstuddannelse pa Det
Kongelige Danske Kunstakademi og mener, at denne udstilling er meget vigtig. Jeg
har vedheeftet et par billeder af mine tidligere vaerker og skitsen til udstillingsplanen.
